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The public meetings about our community librariesi future, noted in the last issue of this
newsletter, were still unscheduled when this issue went to press. Plans for library closings
are under discussion again, and the Roosevelt Community Library is again on the chopping
block. The public planning meetings are to get input about community membersj ideas and
opinions, so concerned residents should watch for the meeting times. The Web site for the
Roosevelt Community Library is www.mplib.org/roosevelt.asp and for the central library
www.mpls.lib.mn.us/.
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SENA Grafpti Task Force and volunteers from the church installed
landscaping designed to prevent grafpti at Our Redeemer Lutheran
Church in September. The Grafpti Task Force will continue to work on
designing and installing preventative measures for the properties in the
neighborhood that are vandalized with grafpti most often.
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SENA applied for and was granted a researcher through the Uni-
versity of Minnesota this summer to study the increasing incidence
of grafpti in the community. The researcher was to do three things.
First, he would determine the incidence of grafpti in the Standish
and Ericsson neighborhoods over the past two years through police
reports and interviews. Second, he would detail the problem in the
neighborhoods, including the who, what, why, where, and when
of offenses. Third, he would determine potential solutions for this
problem for both homeowners and the community at large.

The resulting 55-page document provides a detailed analysis of
grafpti in general, a breakdown of the types of grafpti seen in the
Standish and Ericsson neighborhoods, maps of incidence, rankings
of the locations most often targeted, available resources for resi-
dents, and recommended strategies for preventing and removing
grafpti. SENAds Grafpti Task Force will use this report to determine
the best ways to help reduce grafpti at high-target properties. The
task forceis prst project was the recently installed landscaping on
the east side of Our Redeemer Lutheran Church (4000 28th Ave.
S.), the second-most-targeted location for grafpti. The report also
provides excellent hard data that SENA can use in grant applica-
tions for installations such as murals, landscaping, lighting, and
other fundable projects. Many thanks to researcher Daniel Allen
for his thorough report.

When | entered Francisco Berezis Paraiso Bakery, located at
4157 Cedar Ave. S., the hot, sugary billow of sweet bread bak-
ing in the huge oven in the back room took me back to blustery
mornings of my Midwestern childhood. In those pre-Krispy
Kreme days, when ordering a cheese Danish seemed the height
of decadence to a small-town boy, | often rewarded myself for
completing my paper route by splurging on ajelly-plled, sugar
doughnut. Or two.

B Far more choices tempt
the sugar-starved to
part with their discre-
tionary income today.
| | Both a panaderia y
pasteleria (bakery and
cake) shop, the Paraiso,
or Paradise, Bakery fea-
tures a variety of plain
and exotic baked goods
to captivate the most
discerning sweet tooth.
Alongside the standard
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sugar doughnuts and apple turnovers in his display case, Mr.
Berez offers Bavarian croissants and cream-cheese Danishes. In
addition to strawberry, chocolate, and vanilla sheet cakes, Mr.
Berez features his othree-milk cake,6 a dwet6 cake consisting
of regular, condensed, and evaporated milks. And along with
corn bread, he specializes in pno, a cinnamon bread; Mexican
toast bread, a wheat bread with frosting on top; and conchas,
asweet bread with chocolate-ribbed frosting that makes it look
like a conch shell.

A native of Cuernavaca, Mexico, Mr. Berez added American
baked goods to his knowledge of Mexican pastries when he
moved to Chicago over 30 years ago.

The last issue of SENA News invited readers to share their memories of
riding the streetcar in Minneapolis. June Jacobson, who grew up in the
Standish Neighborhood in the late 1930s and early 1940s and who now
lives in Burnsville, submitted the following response.

June and Lee Jacobson at Murrayds Restaurant in downtown
Minneapolis, 1948

I have great memories of riding the streetcar (also known as the
otrolleyd) in my young adult days. Each workday, | boarded on
22nd Ave. and 42nd St. and then transferred on Cedar Ave. and
Lake St. to the Selby Ave. route, going east. | got off at 27th Ave.,
where | worked at First Minnehaha National Bank. The streetcar
was always on time. Me? | experienced a block-and-a-half run from
my home more than once to catch the yellow streaker.

The streetcar ran on tracks and depended on a connection from
the roof to wires above for power. Doors at the front and rear were
opened and closed by the motorman. Smokers had to stand on
an open-air platform in the rear. A door separated them from the
other riders. A familiar sound was the brakes screeching when the
streetcar stopped. Passengers pulled a strap above the seat to signal
when they wanted to get off.

Some folks will remember this Hal-
loween trick: One kid pretended to
be waiting to board the trolley. When
the trolley stopped, his pals pulled the
wheel off the wire, causing the trolley
to lose power. Then the kids ran like
everything. The motorman had to go
to the rear of the car and pull hard to
get the wheel back on the wire. Not
anice trick.

June Jacobson

I remember the lineup of streetcars to take high school students to
football games. Those were noisy passengers!

When Lee (my future husband) and | were dating, he lived on
42nd St. and Fremont Ave. in North Minneapolis. He didnit own
an automobile so he had to take a streetcar clear across town to my
house. More than once, at the end of our evening, he had to race
down the street to catch the trolley, which ran only hourly at that
time of the night.

The yellow trolley continued to provide our means of transportation
during our prst year of marriage. Just before our prst anniversary,
we purchased a 1949, brand-new Chevrolet. From then on, our trol-
ley days were numbered.

On a recent Thursday morning, while waiting for blood pressure checks
and pedicures, seniors at NHSis 0Nurse Is Ind shared their streetcar
memories as well.

Everyone agreed that the streetcars owere the way to goo in the
1930s and 1940s because few people owned cars. Even people who
did have cars often opted for the streetcar. George knew of a bank
executive who left his Cadillac in the garage and took the streetcar
to work because it was convenient, and he liked being able to sit
back and relax.

Marion and William used to live on Chicago Ave. and 15th St,,
a major streetcar line, and remembered how noisy the streetcars
were. William said that a ofavorite sporté among kids was pulling
the wheel off the trolley line, which forced the operator to stop the
streetcar.

Elaine recalled riding the orattlers6 to downtown Minneapolis in the
1940s when she was dating. She and her date would go bowling or
take in amovie or stage show and then hop on the 12 oiclock streetcar
home. If they missed that one, theyid have to wait until one oiclock.
All the passengers were friendly, and they had a good time.

Verna said that people were ohappy to have the streetcar. It was
all we knew.6 The operators were kind. On cold, winter days, they
often picked up children walking to school and let them ride for
free in the warm car for a few blocks. The motion of the streetcar
could make Verna nauseous, so sheid be sure to sit in front where
she could see ahead.

During the Depression, Arlingis family didnit have a car, so the
streetcar got him around. He also did a lot of walking. He espe-
cially remembered walking to the movies. In those days, there were
neighborhood movie houses everywhere.
